“When Robin Wall Kimmerer spoke at Union last year, she concluded her lecture by
tasking us—and all faith communities—to develop new liturgies by which to mourn,
grieve, heal and change in response to our climate emergency,” one UTS tweet said. “We
couldn’t be prouder to participate in this work.”
