Israel Admits The Sin 
Micah 7:8 - 10 

v. 8 

•  Israel will fall 

•  Israel will be in darkness 



Israel Admits The Sin 
Micah 7:8 - 10 

v. 9 

•  Israel will will suffer 

•  Israel admits they sinned 

1st Principle – We can 
suffer due to sin  



Israel Admits The Sin 
Micah 7:8 - 10 

•  Suffering will not be forever 
  Ps. 51:2-13 
  Ps. 32:1-5 
  Isa. 38:18 
  Heb. 12:4-8 

2nd Principle – 
Discipline is short 



Israel Admits The Sin 
Micah 7:8 - 10 

v. 10 

•  Humiliation of the nations 
  Zech. 1:1-4, 15 



Israel Will Be Restored 
Micah 7:11 - 13 

v. 11 
•  Walls . . . are vineyard walls 

  Num. 22:24 
  Zech. 2:4-5 

 
v. 12 

•  Nations come to Jerusalem 
  Zech. 14:9-21 



Israel Will Be Restored 
Micah 7:11 - 13 

v. 13 
•  Judgment is described 



Israel’s Messiah- King  
Micah 7:14 - 17 

v. 14 
•  Scepter . . . Messiah’s staff 

v. 15-16 
•  Kingdom is summarized 

v. 17 
•  Nations will be ashamed

3rd Principle – God pardons sin
