Nahum 1:1 - 3:19

. Assyrian fortresses surrounding the city
would be easily captured.
. The besieged Ninevites would prepare

bricks and mortar for emergency defense
walls.
. The city gates would be destroyed. 3:13
. In the final hours of the attack the 1:10: 3:11
Ninevites would be drunk.
. Nineveh would be destroyed by a flood. 1:8: 2:6, 8
. Nineveh would be destroyed by fire 1:10; 2:13
