Micah 5:2 Is A Messianic Prophecy 

Targum Jonathan states that Micah 5:2 is 
about the Messiah, 
 

“. . . . out of thee shall proceed in my 
presence the Messiah to exercise 
sovereignty over Israel; whose name has 
been called from eternity, from the days of 
the everlasting.”

•  “Ruler in Israel” 
•  “Goings forth are from long ago” 
•  “From days of eternity” 



Characteristics of The Messiah 
Micah 5:3a 

•  He will give them up until the time 

•  She who is in labor has borne 
- Rev. 12:1-2 

- Luke 21:20-24 



Israel Will Return

- Not remnant but Israelites
