Called Yom Kippur ~ day of fasting & repentance

v. 26 - 27 - Feast occurs on Tishri, 10" day
— Called the Day of Atonement

v. 28 - 32 — Offering is described in
Numbers 29:7 - 11

Repentance of Israel - Zechariah 12:10

» Israel will repent at the end of the
Tribulation — Zech. 12:10

* Israel will be forgiven — Zech. 13:1

 God will remember their sins no more —
Isaiah 43:25; Jer. 31:34

Leviticus 23:33 -43

Also called Sukkot

v. 33 - 34 - Feast occurs on Tishri, 15* day
— Called the Feast of Booths
— Seven day feast

v. 36 -43 - Day-to-day activities are described
in Numbers 29:12-38

Millennial Reign of Christ - Zech. 14:16-21

 Today itis a celebration of Israel’s
escape from bondage in Egypt.

» Celebrated in Jerusalem when Christ
visited Jerusalem — John 7:2
